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ABSTRACT

This study, titled as “Ottoman Court Ceremonial and The Multiple Ceremonial
Center”, attemptes to investigate the ceremonial borders of the Ottoman Court. The
second concern of this study is to look for a ceremonial center in these borders and

Wthen is to show the flowing nature of this center which will be called Multiple
Ceremonial Center at the end of the study.

The time which this study concentrates on is the last three decades of the
eighteenth century. When the archival documentation is available and pertaining to
the context of the study, first two decades of the nineteenth century and some
references to the sixteenth are included.

The first chapter deals with the archival documentation pertaining to the
subject. In this chapter, content and the frequency of the documentation and the
method they were used in this study are disclosed.

The second chapter deals with certain examples of the Ottoman Court
Ceremonial. This chapter gives descriptions of the some main ceremonial
performances that take place in the Ottoman Court,

The final chapfer of the study attempts to draw the borders of the space where
these ceremonies are performed and to show that the political gravity is centered

differently during the ceremonies.

The appendix section includes the archival documentation used for this study.

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INTRODUCTION

This study xs an attempt to draw the flimsy borders where the Ottoman Court
ceremonial takes place. Firstly, it will venture to visualize the Ottoman Court by
des;crﬂ_)ing and giving modest interpretations of some of the basic ceremonies of the
Ottoman court. Secondly, the confines and the centers offin these ceremonies will be
examined by using certain pivotal concepts such as the exteﬁor/interior of the
ceremonial field, the ceremonial center and the threshold (around which ceremonies

are performed).

In terms of ceremonial (or ritual) Ottoman Court provides an extensive array
of examples. These examples, such as accessions, reception of ambassadors, girding of
the sword and the ceremonies held upon circumcisions and weddings elicit occasions

of flamboyant expressions of power.

It is common knowledgé that archival documentation in Ottoman History
becomes scarce for the centuries before 1800s, and for the studies in ritual and
ceremony Onom archives do not serve an exception. Therefore, quantitative
concerns also play a role in specifying the time period beside the methodological and
historical interests. For this study hitherto investigated archival documents provide an
accumulation and frequency, both in time and in the nature of ceremonies, for the
second half of the eighteenth century. Thus, a descriptive analysis of the changes in
the Ottoman Court ceremonial and an interpretation of these changes lie beyond the

scope of this study.
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In the first chapter of this study, a presentation of the related documentation
with an emphasis on certain documents will be given. The aim of such an attempt is to
discuss the method in studying the court ceremonial of the Ottoman Empire and to

reveal the nature of the documentation pertaining to the subject.

I the second chapter, some of the ceremonies of the Ottoman court, with an
emphasis on certain recurring patterns in these ceremonies, will be examined. Also,
within the limit of documentation gathered, a modest attempt will be ventured, agéin
in this chapter, as how an unequally reciprocated mechanism of gift giving outlines

the structure of the QOttoman Court - cosmos -.

Lastly, in the third chapter, the ceremonial field of the Ottoman Court will be
drawn according to the examples examined in the second chapter. In this attempt,
certain state officials will become more significant than the other dignitaries of the
Ottoman ruling elite. The above mentioned concepts such as the ceremonial field and
the ceremonial center will be conceived according to the ceremonial performances of
these officials. Eventually, the summation of the presence of these officials in certain
places will give us the opportunity to question the validity of the concept of “Multiple

Ceremonial Center” in the Ottoman context,



CHAPTER1

PRESENTATION OF THE DOCUMENTS

As it is stated previously, beside the Ottoman chroniclers and: political reform
treaties, scattered nature of the archival documentation restricts the possibility to‘reach
a complete picture of the Ottoman court ceremonial For example, documentation
depicting the ceremony of girding of sword (kih¢ kuganma merasimi), which carries
maybe the uttermost importance in understanding the paradoxical nature of the

sultanic imagery, is non-existent before the reign of Ahmed I .

In fact, Topkapt Palace Archive and Prime Ministry Archive provide
abundance of document directly related with court ceremonial for the eighteenth and
nineteenth centuries. Research for the relevant documents in Topkap: Palace Archive
needs a different method from the research done in the Prime Ministry Archive. Since
the archival documentation is not organized under thematic classifications in Topkapt
Palace Archive, the research is done under the relevant headings. Accordingly, the
research for this study was done by looking at certain headings pertaining to ritual,
ceremony ( toren, merasim,etc. } and also at some more specific headings such as
sword, wedding, circumcision, feast, cradle ( kilig, nikah ( arus ), bayram, begik, etc. ).
In Prime Ministry Archives, the documentation about ceremony and ritual can directly
be reached under the " Kamil Kepeci Tasnifi ( Kamil Kepeci Classification ) -

Tegrifatqilik " ( Ceremonials ) which include all regulations of court etiquette. Another

classification in Prime Ministry Archive is " Cevdet Saray ( Palace ) - Classification "
which contains information pertaining to various kind of activities that took place in

¥

the Ottoman Palace.

Kamil Kepeci Classification bn ceremonials is constituted of five books which
are numbered as " 664, 664 M ( Miikerrer - Repeated ), 666, 676, 696 M. Except 696
M, they generally include information in the form of lists about the "hilat" ( robe of
honor) given usually by the Sultan and date back to period between second half of

the sixteenth and first half of the seventeenth centuries ( 976 - 1037 / 1569 - 1628 ).

Among this 696 M deserves a special attention. It compiles and gives
mformation about almost all kind of court ceremonial and etiquette. In addition, in
terms of the period it covers { 1173 - 1241 / 1759 - 1825 ), 1t serves a possibility to
reach a more thorough picture of the court ceremonial. Consequently, archival inquiry
of this sfudy is mainly constructed on the documents taken from this book of
ceremonials and the documentation taken from the above-mentioned " Cevdet Saray
(Palace) Classification ". Furthermore, with the documents found in the Topkapi
Palace Archive and those which coincide with the period covered by the book 696 M,

some ceremonies ¢an be double-checked.

Firstly, it should be asked that to what extent the Book 696 M fulfills the
defmition of a ' Book of Ceremonials '. Ottoman Etiquette is very consistent in the
effort to validate the message carried in the ceremonials and it almost always attributes
its existence to the tradition. Every document which outlines or depicts a ceremonial
begins with the stock-phrase as " ber mutad-1 kadim ( in accordance to the ancient

manner ) " or " ber mucib-i mutad ( in accordance to the necessary manner ) ". It is



not certain that whether the Ottoman Court was consciously trying to construct an
exemplary ' Book of Ceremonial ' such as ' The Book of Ceremonial ' compiled by the

\

Byzantine emperor Constantine VII Porphyrogenitus ( AD 913 -59)2.

It is known that the ceremonies was organized under the supervision of
"Tegrifat: Bagi - Tegrifati ( master of ceremonies )™. The implication is that details of
every ceremony were known and every faction of the ceremony was told of his task
by this official This was do,ne‘by sending a note in the form of a short letter
(tesrifatdan mahrec pusuladyr - letter issued by ceremonial). As such, details of the
every ceremony was put in an order which can be seen like a scenario of a deliberately
prepared performance. The prescriptions of the minutely regulated court ceremonial

verifies the existence of a remarkably developed sensitivity of an imperial etiquette.

It can be asked that to what function the compilation of a book of ceremony
served. First of all, the answer can be the awareness of the order which Ottomans
believed that they achieved. One implication of this awareness was issuing of the

dynastic law codes - " Kanunname " which began in the reign of Mehmed I1.

In “Architecture, Ceremonial, and Power”, Giilru Necipoglu shows the
relation between the proceeding of the law - codes and the development of the court

ceremonial *.

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Secondly, the distinctive qualities of the period which begins with the reign of
Mechmed II ( 1451-1481 ) and of the period which is covered by the Book 696 M
should be taken into consideration. Both periods jut out in terms of skeletal changes.
Therefore, the development of the court ritual in tﬁe reign of Mehmed II in parallet
with the proceeding of the law - codes, and the compilation of a " Book of

| Ceremonial " in the third quarter of the eighteenth century can be seen as a response
to these changes. Correspondingly, the expression " muayede-i cedid ( the new
~fashion of wishing happy festival ) " which appears both in 696 M’ and inlother
documents® can be attributed to the changes that took place in the reign of Selim I (
1789-1807 ) which is known as the " Nizam-1 Cedid ( The New Order )" in Ottoman

History.

Some examples of those ceremonies which are labeled as new will be given
below. However, a thorough comparison of the new manner in ceremonial with the
old .one and more importantly what discriminates the new ftom old with an emphasis
on the reflection of the new order on court ceremonial are beyond the reaches of this

study.

The content of the Book 696 M

il

The book is 160 pages and opens with a m&ion which shows its content’. In
this content there are 103 set of different ceremonials. Even a short glance, shows us
the variegated nature of ceremonials. The occasions for these ceremonies greatly
vary. The factions partake in them, define the border of Ottoman Court which
dbviously transcends the confines of the Palace. Evidently, the pseudomorphic Border
of these ceremonials is indicative to the understanding the shifts in power relations.

Also, it shows the locus where power resides.

Not all the ceremonies included in this book pertain to the genera! occasions.
Some of them are realized for specific purposes. However, it is certain that those
ceremonies which are held for specific purposes, at the same time, lay down the
patterns for similar occasions; or they are performed in the same manner of the similar
occasions of previous times. These ceremonies range from the reception of
ambassadors and granting certain offices to nobility of dependent countries to the

wedding and funeral ceremonies of specific people of the Ottoman Dynasty.

Moreover, it can be said that, the ceremonies included in the book mostly
concentrate on the particular events. Instead of giving the outline of ceremonies of
different occasions , it gives depiction of the ceremonial which pertains to a specific
person or to an event. In fact, it does not take up the funeral ceremony or the
ceremony held upon the birth of a sultan's son as a general case, but gives the account

of a particular person's funera! or birth.

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For example, the ceremonies performed for the Khan of Crifnea when he
arrives to the Sultan's palace and other ceremonies which held for this occasiog cover
ten pages and six separate headings. And under each heading is covered a separate
éeremony of a separate stage of this occasion®, In page 56 of the book, the first
ceremony is held upon the conferring the Khanate of Crimea in “Astane (the

threshold of the Sultan's Palace)” and due custom (resm) of gift giving.

The second ceremony is for the authorized recusring of the Khanate to the
above mentioned Khan ( whose name is not mentioned i this section ) and the items

of income ( avaid ) given by the above-mentioned Khan.

The third heading is concerning the arrival of the Khans of Crimea to the

“Astane” and other “riisumat (customs)” arranged in due order in Davud Paga .

Fourthly, the ceremony is performed for the items of income given by the
above mentioned Khans in the occasion of the delivery of the Ottoman standart

banner and in their return, garments and gifts given to certain people.

Then, the mentioned Khan is given presents by certain dignitaries of the

Ottoman State.

The last one is about the ceremony concerning the meeting of Tevki Paga’,
'Kethiida Beg ' and 'Reis Efendi’ written in the day of arrival of the mentioned Khan.

As such, details of the ceremony which is performed in the case of granting
such an khanate and other ceremonies which seems to turn around the main event,
can be learnt. The confirmation that the necessary custom is maintained according to
the general character of each different cermony is granted by the above mentioned
phareses. Therefore, it can be concluded that the Book 696 M gives depiction of the
ceremonies which peﬁains to a specific period. Though, it is certain that it is a
continuation of the traditional patterns, it should be kept in mind that special features

of the time of compilation can also be influential.

The above example also shows that ceremonial is not a simple, uncomplicated
~ operation. On the contrary, it is complicated and multi-layered. First of all, the
implication is that the separate ceremonies are performed by different factions of the
occasion. In other words, it usnally is not a single ceremony, but a chain of
ceremonies which are at the same time interconnected. The grandeur and its

exposition are sustained through a set of ceremonies which are in a sense the

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exemplary of the Ottoman order. In this respect, the ceremonial seems to exist in
order to preserve its own ideal. The identity of those who take part in the ceremony is
strictly regulated. Even a short glance to therﬁ reveals that almost all of the
ceremonies are constructed on a fixed structure. So that, they seem to be an insistent

continuation of the order whose roots are established in an indefinite past.

The ceremonial which is the manifestation of this order is strictly regulated
both in time and space. Mostly, beside the spatial arrangements, it is also performed
according to a time schedu.le. As being the first step, in order to arrange the ceremony
according to a scheduled timing, a note is issued from the office of ceremonial
showing the exact time (in day, hour and minute). This note punctually demonstrates
when the concerning official should be present for the ceremony **. Beside this note of
timing, almost all of the documents begin with the prescriptions which sets the proper
time schedule. After the proper time is announced, spatial arrangements are
prescribed. As such, the time and place are declared to those who partake in the

ceremony.

In terms of proceeding of the ceremony, it seems that there are several type of
documentation issued from the office of ceremonial. One is about announcing the
time of the ceremony to the necessary officials ( such as the one, described above )
and the documents which announce the liabilities to those officials who take part M

the ceremony'’. However, beside this formal announcements, there appears another

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kind of documentation which only lists the officials who are invited to certain

ceremonies 'or present in convocation, such as the “Divan (the council)™®.

Plus, some of the documentation which s;re categorised under ceremonial,
does not deal with the prescription or depiction of the ceremony at all. One example is
the recording of Selim HT's passage through the particular conventions of the court
 etiquette”. If we can accept that the information given in this document lies the
patterns of a gehizade’s upbringing, 1t can be conluded that a gehzade has his ﬁrét hair
cut when he is three, begins to practice the kuran when he is five and he is
circumcised when he is thirteen. The document also states that Sultan Selim completes
practicing kuran in four years when he is nine years old; yet, this accomplishment
sould rather be attributed to personal capacities. Also, the age when he is circumcised
seems quite late. Another example prescribes the decoration of the horse which is

rode in the “Kurban Bayramu (feast of sacrifices)™.

It is evident that the ceremonial in the Ottoman Court operates in a network,
the factions of which routinely complies to their liabilities. In this network, it is not
easy to determine the center from where the gist of the ceremony perm'eates.l Several
domain of influences with their elaborately structured pieces of action partake in this
official drama. Although, #t is obvious that this network is hierarchicly organized, the

shifts in this equilibrium yields a mutable picture of the court ceremonial.

Correspondingly, a remarkable amount of ceremonial prescription in the Book

696 M belongs to those ceremonies which are performed by “Sadrazam ( The Grand

More than ten headings \in the
Book 696 M belong to the ceremonies which revolve around Sadrazam or
Seyhiilislam” and one heading about the ceremony which takes place between the
two 1n the “leyl-i kadir (The night preceding either of the two days of bayram)* “,
The ceremonies which are performed by the grand vezir is titled with the term “asefi

(pertaining to the grand vezir)”, like the first two headings of the Book 696 M.

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CHAPTER II

EXAMPLES FROM THE OTTOMAN COURT CEREMONIAL

As it was discussed above, Ottoman court ceremonial is a united performance
and a ceremony is realized with the contribution of several peripheral factors. In fact,
this is the reason of the ceremonial's illustrative character to the underétanding 6f the
power relations. Taking part in these ceremonies,and holding a kind of monopoly in
the making of peripheral arrangemeats meant the confirmation of the status.
Therefore, for the ruling elite of the court, ceremonies function as a mirror in order to

see themselves as a part of the order with which their status are defined.

The Ceremony of Girding of Sword

As a representative example, we can take a close look to the ceremony of
“girding of sword”. Proceedings of the ceremony begins long before the central event.
One of them is the preparation of the horse which the sultan rides. It is known that for

dynastic parades the sultan's horse is suspended in the air and left without food all
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night and the day before the these processions *. Therefore, we can also guess that

the same preparation is made for the procession to Eytip * .

As it is known, the ceremony of girding of sword taices place in Eyiip where
the tomb of Eyiip Ensari and other tombs of certain religious dignitaries are found.
The procession to and from Eyup is realised both in land and sea. If the travel to
Eyiip is made by the land then the procession returns to the palace by the sea .
Therefore, the stations are determined and prepared for the procession. A document
(1204-1789), shows the ey;ﬁenses which are made to buy the necessary sand to
prepare the piers of the procession's stations **. As such the docurnent reveals both
one of the details of the ceremony and the stations which are travelled in the
procession. .These stations in the document are, Ahirkapi Iskelesi (pear), Kumkap

Iskelesi, Yenikap Iskelesi, Catladikaps Iskelesi and Icerikap: Iskelesi

Aﬁother document of this two directional procession is about the demand
made by the “Valide Sultan (the mother of the sultan)” from the sultan to issue the
due decree to order the course (by land or sea) which the procession will travel . The
connection of the “Valide Sultan” to this network is quite intresting. However, the
reason why such a paperwork is done by the valide sultan, perhaps, can partly be

explained by the increased influence of women in the state affairs,

After having stated briefly some of the preparations, we can now look in more

detail at another ceremony which is closer to the central ceremony of girding of

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sword. It is the customary ceremony which is performed by the sadrazam (the chief
vezir). Actualy, it seems that this ceremony which is performed by sadrazam,
cooperates with the ceremony of girding of sword. For, it is this ceremony v;rhich
begins right before the girding of sword and continues after it is finished. A document,
which is again included in the Book 696 M prescribes in detail the performance of the

sadrazam *.

The ceremony begins with the sadrazam's arrival to the Sultan's Palace (saray-1
hiimayun). He reposes in the “kubbe-i hiimayun (the site where councils of state and
public receptions used to be held)” until he is informed that the procession is
arranged. Then, he comes to the “orta kap1” (second gate which opens to the second
court) and waits (hazret-i cihandariye miiterakkib olurlar) to be informed for “binig”
(a mode of mounting). There hé waits with “seyhiilistam and kaptan paga” (the chief
canonical functionary of the empire and the commander of the Ottoman navy)in his
left side for the sultan to appear from the second gate. When sultan appears “cavugan”
(the halberdiers of the body guard that escorts the sultan on state occasions) “alkig
ederler” (acclaims) and when sadrazam salutes the sultan in a manner of kissing the
ground (zeminbus gune temenna eylediklerinde), ¢avugan again acclaims. Then the
sadrazam with seyhilislam and kaptan pasa take their position in front of the
“yedekler” (those who leads the horses) and the procession begins. When the
procession reaches the vicinity of the Sultan Mehmed Mosque, sadrazam descends
from his horse and waits for the sultan to approach and kisses the ground. Once again

cavusan acclaims. At this stage of the ceremony sadrazam performes the service of

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“bagalgirlik” (a person who takes anoyher by the u_ppér part !of the arm, to support
him) in the right side of the sultan. After the visiting of the mosque, sadrazam again
makes his service of bagalgirlik, the sultan mounts and is acclaimed then sadrazam
waits for the “izn-i hiimayun” (sultan's permission) to mount. When the procession
reaches Eyiip, sadrazam descends from his horse at the “seng-i rikab” (the monument
of the court of the mosque), waits for the sultan to approach and as he kisses the
ground gavugan again acclaims. Repeatedly, as sultan marches through the tomb he
.performes his duty of bagalgirlik in the right side of the sultan. After the sword is
girded the procession passes through the inner court of the mosque and if the
procession travel back to the palace by the sea sadrazam makes the customary “tegyii”
(luck attend thee) to the sultan and then he mounts his horse at the seng-i rikab and

¢avugan acclaims.

In terms of symbolic placing of the sadraiam nto tﬁe ceremonial proceediﬁgs
this example is very illustrative. As it is seen above, Sadrazam's performance (or his
actions) is again minutely regulated. It seems'that in this procession he takes the
leading role. Although, the document does not tell us about the identity of the second
bagalgir (since it may change in accordance to the power relations of the court),
Sadrazam's service of bagalgirlik is‘ very important for him as an confirmation of his
status in this hierarchical order. The detailed examination of the above example seems
to reveal certain features common to almost all ceremonies performed in the Ottoman
court. It will be attempted below to ascertain these features after looking at two more

significant examples of the ceremonies.
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The Wedding Ceremony

One of the most elaborately performed ceremony of the Ottoman court is the
wedding ceremony. Since marriages are effective tools in maneuvering the court
politics, this fact also reveals itself in the wedding ceremony which elicits remarkable
occasions of pomp and magnificence. Different from some other ceremonies solely
performed in the palace, wedding ceremony is much more known to the public.
Preparations of the ceremony are maintained in a larger scale and the procession
passes through the streets of the city. The streets where procession passes are
improved and sometimes some of them are enlarged for the passage of big "nahil"
(ornamented palm trees) which are the essential part of the wedding and circumcision

ceremonies. ¥

““An essential and symbolic element was the wedding palm trees called nahil. These were a

type of thyrsus or maypole -a fertility symbol- which were always carried in procession at weddings

and circumcisions.” ¥

The festivities which are created around the wedding and circumcision

ceremony usually last fifteen days and some of them exceeds one month. The feast

III lasted approximately two months *.

If we take our attention from the festivitiés and focus on the ceremony itself,
we see that the wedding ceremony again is not an individual ceremony but is a
manifold performance. One of its important parts which is rarely mentioned in the
literature is “cihaz alayr” (the procession which is ordained for the transportation of
the trousseau of a bride). Archival documentation implies that this procession is
administered concurrently with the wedding procession. Once more the execution of
cihaz alayi is minutely regulated. A document which of dates 18 Saban 1152 (20 Ekim
1739-Cuma) precisely prescribes the time, the course and the officials who should be
present at the procession *. Both the bride and the groom are the children of ex-
vezirs. It should be noticed that most of the document prescribes the outfit of the
officials and the decoration of the cars with which the cihaz of the bride is
transported. The same document continues with the presription of the wedding
procession's arrangement (tertib-i alay-1 arus) **. This prescription again mostly deals

with the outfit and the hierarchical line up of the attending officials.

Another document®® which dates 25 Muharrem 1162 (26 Ocak 1748)
prescribes the cibaz alay1 of Ziibeyde Sultan (1728-1756) who marries to Damad Kiz
. Ali-zade Siileyman Paga®’. Most probably, due to the fact that she is the doughter of a
suitan (Ahmed III), the procession is more refined than the procession of the above

example. Another difference is that for the procession of Ziibeyde Sultan, at a certain

conducted for his presence.

For the proceedings, the officials who partake in the procession are invited by
both in written form (tezkere) and orally. As for the service of “Sagdig” (the matron
who accompanies the bride when conducted to her husband's house), “Kethtida Beg”
(the steward of the establishment of the grand vezir) is appointed and only he can ride

a horse during the procession.
“saggdig kethida be§ hazretleri selimi ve erkan ve divan bisath esb ile yainizea “.*®

Yet, it can be said that again the prescription of the procession mainly deals
with the officials who sould be present in the ceremony and secondly the herarchical

arrangement of these officials with their due outfit and decoration.

As for the wedding procession (arus alayz) of Zibeyde Sultan we have another
document® which supplements to the information examined above. The prescription
begins with acknowledging the time and palace to the “rical-i deviet-1 aliyye™

(dignitaries of the Ottoman Empire) and “ulema” (the corps of legal councillors of the

state of islam). The dignitaries are acknowledged by kethiida be§ who is the sagdig
and ulema by the notes issued by the “mektubi efendi” (clerk who writes official

letters). All of these dignitaries are firstly invited to the guest room of the “darii's-sade

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| agas1” (the chief officer of the sultan's palace) and served food, coffee, sweet drink
and fumigatory (huzzara ikram-1 tam ve kahve ve serbet ve buhur merasimi \ile tevkir
ve ikram olumub). After that the document prescribes again the arrangement of the
procession which is a very large one. While passing through the ports of the course of
procession , the prescription states that if the view is open a single glance of royalty is
taken then firstly “Admiral Vezir Miikerrem Paga” and secondly sadrazam perform

the ceremony of kissing ground (zeminbus merasimi).

It should be noticed that the information found in these documents is
particularly related with the arrangements of the procession. They explain in detail the
line up and the outfit of the persona grata according to thier ranks. Some of the
ceremonies mentioned in these documents, such as “zeminbus merasimi” or

“kahve,gerbet ve buhur merasimi” are left out without further prescriptons.

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The Procession of Cradle

Another example of the Ottoman court ceremonial which is briefly
summarised below is “Begik Alayr” (the procession of the cradle of the new born
prince). It seems that this procession is a part of the festivities held upon the birth of a
| prince which is called “veladet-i himayun” (the imperial birth), I.H.Uzunca_rslh also

points out this fact;

veladet-i hiimayun denilen padisah cocuklarinin dofumlarinda, herhalde onyedinci

Three documents which date back to the third quarter of the eighteenth
century shows that the begik is prepared under the supervision of the sadrazam* Also
in the presence of the sultan a jeweled imperial aigrette (murassa sorgug-1 hiimayun
vaz edilir) is put on the top of it. In front of the “hwka-y1 serif” (the mantle of
Mubammed), besik is decorated with some other objects such as a jeweled knife, and
a suspended ascription®. One of the other documents™ states that the begik is
delivered by the superintendend of the treasury (Hazine Kethiidas1) which shows that

the new born is a princess®. By reckoning on the date of the document {(1193-1779)

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we can also conclude that she is Melek-$ah Sultan, one of the twelve daughters of
Abdiithamid I*.

The last document pertaining to the subject gives us the list of “hilat”
given to those dignitaries which are present in the procession'. The date of the
document is not given.” However, since the names of sadrazam and kethiida are
mentioned (Sadrazam Dervig Paga and Kethiida-y1 Sadr-1 Ali Ibrahim Nazif Efendi)
and there is only one year, in which these two names matches, we can conclude that
the year we are looking for is1776. Due search, reveals tﬁét the royal birth that the
document shows belongs to Abdiithamid I. However, since there is not any other clue

in the document, which of the four royal births the document mentions can not be

determined*®.

he Ceremony Performed for the Sehzade’s Begining to Practice the Kuran

\

An important ceremony which marks one of the certain stages in the
upbringing of the sehzade is the ceremony which is performed when a gehzade is
begun to be taught Kuran. If we compare this ceremony with the ceremonies of

previous examples, we come across again the minutely regulated proceedings. The

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document says” that the proceedings begin two days before the ceremony by
erecting tents which are again diversified according to the ranks of the attending
officials {(otak-1 gerdun-ntak for sadrazam, oba_ for seyhiilislam, naklbﬁlesi\raf and
sadreyn-i muhteremeyn and cergeler for yenigeri afasi, defierdar efendi reisiilkiittab
efendi and cavugbagt agalari). Tents are erected in the area which directly faces the
Pearl Kiosk *. Secondly the officials of the imperial kitchen are instructed to be
prepared and the due garments of the attending officials are indicatéd. For the
praying only the sheikh of Ayasofya is appointed. After having stated the proper
garments (also in terms of the season - ber mukteza-yr mevsim) which should be
worn, document depicts the arrival of sadrazam and other above mentioned high
ranking officials to the palace. Then, they come to the tents which are arranged
according to their ranks, Seyfitlislam, Nakibillegraf, Sadreyn-i Muteremeyn, Yenigeri
Agasr and Defterdar Efendi are invited to the tent of sadrazam. Here, they are firstly
served coffee and desert then food by Daridissadetily-gerife Agasi. However, not all of
them served at the same tent., Seyhiilislam and Dariissadetiis-gerife Agas: are served
in the sadrazam’s tent and the others eat in their own tents. After the food is finished,
and when the arrival of sultan to the Pearl Kiosk is told, all dignitaries come m fromt
of the sadrazam’s tent and salutes the sultan by touching their beard (sakal-beste-i
selam). Sadrazam, then, approaches to the sultan and when he kisses the ground,
Cavugan acclaims. After this standard mode of salutations of sultan, sadrazam
performes the service of Bagalgz‘n‘ while sultan dismounts and they enter into the |
kiosk where they wait for a while. When they are allowed by the sultan, all of the

attending officials, with the permission of the sultan, leave the kiosk. This point seems

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to be the conclusion of the first stage, if we try to conceieve this ceremony as

theatrical performance.

The second stage begins when sadrazam and other digniteries returnes to the
palace. Here, they wait for the sehzade. Sehzade appears on horse back with aigrette
and white fur in his turban (destarlarmda sorgug ve beyaz-1 gebih kiirk). In front of the
sehzade, a kuran set on veiled stool is carried above the hands of the tutors of sehzade
(lalalarnin bag: {izerinde telli ¢ekme pusideli rahle iizerinde mushaf-1 serif ile).
Sadrazam escorts the sehzade back to the Pearl Kiosk. I_-iere begins the third stage of
the ceremony where the main event (begining to practice the kuran) takes place.
Firstly, Sadrazam is allowed (only Sadrazam) to carry and make him stand in front of
the sultan. Then, again Sadrazam takes sehzade to the stool where the practice of
kuran is realized. Lastly, the document list the officials who will be conferred with
“hilat™ (robe of honor) or “kiirk” (fur).

The Visit of “ Hika-y1 Serif

Every year on the fifieenth of Ramadan, the visit of hirka-y1 senif and due
ceremonies are performed in the Ottoman court. This ceremony is very important in
order to understand the united character of the Ottoman order which seeks its validity

both in secular and religious spheres.
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“Books of ceremanies from the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries describe a ceremony

that took place on 15 Ramadan, when grandees were invited to venerate the Prophet’s mantle in the

throne room of the Privy Chamber complex.” *! \

Before the ceremony is performed, in the chamber where Prophet’s mantle is |
preserved, some other proceedings take place. If look at this ceremony in terms of
continuation, we see that it again fallow a basic certain structured pattern. Firstly, the
dignitaries are invited by notes (tezkereler) or orally (lisanan). Then comes the
convocation of those dignitaries who are invited. The time of the convocation and the
place (places) are again strictly regulated. For this ceremony, the time is after the
midday service and the place is babiissade (The Gate of Felicity).

"Before the ceremony reaches its peak in the chamber where Prophet’s mantle
is preserved, sadrazam and seyhiilislam seem to be the leading actors, One reason of
such an conclusion is that the service of bagalgirlik, this time is performed for these
two grandees when they come to the Gate of Felicity. After that again according to
the due hierarchy all dinitaries enter into the chamber where the coffin and the mantle
are placed. The central event of touching the mantle (ruhsude) with the face takes
place after reading kuran. But, the mantle can not be touched directly; thus, it is
touched via a napkin which is placed in between the face and the mantle. The first

grandee who performes ruhsude is sadrazam.

After having looked at and briefly summerized some of the documents
pertaining to the ceremonies that take place in the unclear confines of the Ottoman

Court, certain points in these documents need further deliberation.

Muavyede - Bayramlasma

(A wishing of one to another happy festival or visiting one another at religious
festivals) *

*“ Muayede” (or “Bayramlagma”) is an old custom and celebrated at the end of
the Ramadan. Being a festive event, it elicits variety of ostentatious ceremonies. These
ceremonies are performed collectively. Visitation is one of the main performances
during the “Bayram” and the custom m visitation is that always the younger member
of the family visits the elder one in elder’s house or the inferior visits the superior in

the superior’s house.

The Ottoman Court is not an exception to the general pattern. A considerable
amount of activity takes place during “Bayram”. To the extent that all Ottoman

officials are set into action according to a general plan. In this plan every state official

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is needed to be in its place. For high ranking officials such as “Sadrazam”™ and
“Seyhiilislam” this place is the private house of these officials. Since, every official is
superior or, at the same time, inferior of another 7oﬂicial in the stately order,\ except
the Sultan, they visit and accept visitation during the “Bajramla&na” according to a
schedule. Because of that, “Bayramlagma™ for the Ottoman Court begins four or five
days before the “Bayram™. And, it ends with the visitation of Sultan in the Palace

which seems to represent the peak of the ceremonies that take place during “Bayram”.

“Buiyik Efendi, Imparatorlugun yasalanina bagli olarak Bayram’m, ki onlarm karnavahdr,

In “Tegrifat-1 Kadime” a general plan of these visttations (or
ceremonies) is given m detail for the last decade of the eighteenth and the first of the
nineteenth centuries™. As it is stated in the book, on the twenty-sixth of Ramadan,
Sadrazam visits Seyhilislam in the Seyhiilislam’s house™. For this visitation a
ceremonial procession is prepared and Sadrazam is accompanied by “Reisiilkiittab”
and “Cavugbagr”. The next day (twenty-seventh of Ramadan) this visit is repaid by
Seyhiilislam®’. In the same day, other high ranking officials (such as “Anadolu” and
“Rumeli Kazaskerleri” and vizirs) vistt first Sadrazam and then Seyhilislam. This
reciprocal visitation continues until the first day of “Bayram” when all these officials

convoke at the palace to visit the Sultan. “Bayramlasma” in the palace is again strictly

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regulated to such an extent that in “Tegrifatn Kadime” an illustrative plan of
“Bayramlagma” is given®®,

The Sultan receives visitation as seated on a gold throne which is placed at the
second gate (In Metin And’s “Istanbul in the 16th Century”, the throne is said to be
set up in the main gateway”). In Sultan’s visitation all state officials kiss the lower
part of the Sultan’s garment (The ceremony of “Etek Opme™) according to a
hierarchical order. This tradition can be different and performed as kissing the hand of

the Sultan in the sixteenth century. Metin And, in the above mentioned book states
that:

“ Early on the first morning of the Bayram, all pashas and officiers of the court went to the

palace, where the Sultan received them seated on a gold throne set up in the main gateway, and each

in turn kissed his hand to signify thier constant loyalty and cbedience.”

For the “Bayramlagma” with Sultan a detailed description is given in
“Tegrifat-1 Kadime™'. The first dignitary who kisses the lower part of the Sultan’s
garment 1§ “Nakibiilesraf’. The book states that whatever the rank of “Nakibilegraf*
is the Sultan stands and is acclaimed. If he is in the rank of “Anadolu Kazaskeri” or
“Rumeli Kazaskeri”, he comes to the presence of Sultan a second time, after the
Vizirs. The: family of the Sultan and some lower ranking officials (such as, “Mirahur

Agalar”, “Ocaklilar”, “Sikar Agalani”, “Cagnigirbag”, “Miteferrikalar”) kiss the

When the Sadrazam’s turn comes & moré elaborated ceremony is performed.
The Sultan again stands while Sadrazam is kissing first his right foot and then his left
foot. After that Sadrazam awaits, standing, on the right side of the throne. Visitation

ceremony ends with the “Tegrifatci Efendi™s kissing of the Sultan’s garment.

All these performances take place before the “Bayram Namazi” (a special pray —~

at the dawn of the first day of Bayram).

Funeral Ceremony

For the funeral ceremony, we will examine certain examples which we find in
“Tegrifat-1 Kadime™®. These ceremonies range from the death of Abdiilhamid I to the
ceremonies that took place upon the death of certain dignitaries and of the Sultan’s
family. For our study we will mainly concentrate on the funeral ceremony of

Abditthamid I and of the “Valide Sultan” (Mother of the Sultan).

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| Abdiilhamid 1 died in 1789. When he died the new Sultan Selim III was
already enthroned and from the description given in “Tegrifat-1 Kadime”, it is

understood that Selim IIT also attended the funeral ceremony of the deceased Sultan.

In “Tegrifat-1 Kadime” it is stated that for the preparations of the funeral of the
deceased Sultan a permission is needed from the new Sultan®. Afier having the
permission of the Sultan, high ranking officials of the palace are commissioned for
preparations. After the ablution, funeral is carried by these dignitaries above their
hands and placed in front of the “Babiissade” (Third Gate) for the funeral pray. As it
was mentioned above, the new Sultan also attends this stage of the ceremony, except
that he prays separately, just inside the third courtyard. This fact having a special
importance for our discéussion, explicitly defines the two concerrent ceremonial

center which are separated by “Babiissade”.

As for the funeral ceremony of the “Valide Sultan”, almost the same
ceremonial pattern is applied. In “Tegrifat-1 Kadime” the date of the death of “Valide
Sultan” is stated as 10 “Eylil” (September) 1739. The funeral ceremony of “Valide
Suitan” takes place in front of the “Yah Kdskii” (One of the kiosks of Topkap: Palace
~ along the Marmara sea). Again, a permisson is needed from the Sultan for the place
where the deceased “Valide Sultan” is buried. With slight differences from the funeral

ceremony of Abdiilhamid I, almost the same dignitaries attends the funeral.

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Common Elements in the Court Ceremonial

As it is seen in the above examples, documents which are classified under
“Tegrifatgihk™ (ceremonial) mostly mention about the procession (alay) of a certain
ceremony rather than the ceremony itself In other words, they revolve around the
central event without fully prescribing the ceremony. For example, for the ceremony
of girding of sword, we can gather information about most of the proceedings and
customary processions of this ceremony; we can learn how ulema and dignitaries are
invited, with what kind of liabilities the sadrazam is charged or which course is taken
in the procession. However, in the archival research made for this study, it could not
be found a document which tells what happens while the sultan is girded with the
sword_s. If we recal! the ceremony which sadrazam performes in the day of girding of
sword, the document's prescription goes until the sultan's entry to the tiirbe-i serif and
continues after he is girded with the swords and comes out of the tomb. One simple
reason we can infer is that sadrazam is not allowed to enter the tomb, at least for the
time when this document was written, However, the implication is that the ceremony
of girding of sword takes place almost in an atmosphere of complete secrecy.

Intrestingly, A.D.Alderson reaches the same conclusion:

“the sword to be used was chosen from among several preserved in the treasury, some

sultans electing to be girded with more than one, and the actual ceremony was performed in privacy,

almost secrecy.” ©

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Additionaly, when we look at the terminilogy which Ottoman 'script uses for
- ceremonial, we see a discrepancy in the meaning between the words that the
Ottomans uses and their would-be correspondants. Intrestingly, it seems ti:at the
terms, such as ceremony and ritual do not have an immediate counterpart in the
Ottoman official writing. Moreover, it is even not secure enough to translate tegrifat
with ceremonial, since the documents which were investigated until now do not
usually give information about certain rites or rituals but rather explains the
convéntional exterior of these ceremonies. For instance, one of the most encountered
term in the documents is resm (or risumat-plural of resm) which can be translated as
a practice, custom, manner, etiquette or a formality rather than a state ceremony
(although translation of the word as a state ceremony is also given in the dictionary)
%, In other words, what is mostly encountered is a bare formality which is an abrupt
exposiqn of the state order. Yet, it is certain that this formality is a firm description of
the hierarchical order that the Ottoman Empire sustains. In terms of processions, the
documents are much more indicative in order to understand the aura which surrounds
the dynasty. The above summerized processions of cihaz and begik show the
impersonalised character of these ceremonial processions. It seems that they are
performed not for the new gehzade or married sultan but for the inanimate besik and
cihaz. The imperial etiquette is embodied not in person who holds that status, but in
the status itself Thus the whole symbolism of these processions is associated with the
immutable, tmpersonalised order. So that, not the person who holds the status of

sehzade but the besik which is one of the symbols of this status is signified.

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If we look for 2 recurring pattern in these ceremonies, and especially in the
processions, we see tha zertain basic elements are almost always repeated. In such a
way that, they draw the outline of both the ceremonies (proﬁessiox;s) and
correspondingly of the de-cuments. First is the movement; the course and the way how
this course is taken, whezher on foot, mounted or by cars, are stated. Secondly, those
who take part in the cerernony and their position in the line up of the procession are
arranged. Thirdly, the c-1tfit and the decoration of the participants which manifest
their rank in the hierarctry, are strictly regulated. Fourthly, the acclamation plays an
important role in the ceremonies. As it is seen in some of the above examples, it is
mostly performed by ¢avusan. Acclamation seems to be inherited from the previous

islamic states and it was performed in the form of praying and eulogy (dua ve sena).

“Alkig padisahin za binmesinde, cenge hazrlanmasinda, merasim esnasinda, tahta
oturmasi ve bunun sonunda tabtindan inmesinde, Kirim Hani ve vezir-i azamm, geyhlislammn,
padigah hocalarmn, veziricr:n, kazaskerlerin, nakibllesrafin ve difer baalarinin tebriklerinde
yapihdi.

Fiftly, the food s another important part of the ceremony. It is usually
performed as the final stage. Attending and being served in the ruler's table is very
significant, since it again means a confirmation of status according to the Ottoman
rulership . Finally, gift giving is an essential part of the ceremony and in a certain way

it portrays the structure of the ceremony by a mechanism of exchanging precious

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objects. In the next chapter, this mechanism will be discussed by providing specific

examples from the ceremonies which we dealt with so far.

Conferring Status { Hilat ) and the Mechanism of Gift Giving

Almost all of the ceremonies performed in the Ottoman court finish with a
final stage in which certain officials who partake in the ceremony are given specific
garments which are called “hilat”. Hilar is given to those officials who occupy the
higher echelons of the state bureaucracy. In Turkish English Lexicon, the meaning of
hilat is given as: “A robe of honor conferred; also any honorific gift to an inferior ™.
Hilat is mostly conferred by the sultan, yet it is not an unusual situation if it is given by
sadrazam.

“ Hilat; padisahlar tarafindan devlet erkanma giydirildigi gibi sadrazam!larla vezirlerde aym
suresle alakahlara hilat ilbas eylerlerdi “*.

Hilat in the Ottoman Empire, symbolizes the confirmation of status. It also
means the continuation of an official in his post. Therefore, when an official is
conferred with a hilat, at the same time it means that he is conferred with the status
which hilat symbolizes. In terms of Ottoman Imperial understanding, conferring hilat
is one of the symbols (such as being served food at the table of the sultan) which

establishes the firm bondage between that official and the sultan’s household.

“In the Ottoman Empire status groups were organized and legitimized exclusively through
the sultan’s favor. Such favor was rendered in an elaborate ritual.... The ritual was often coupled with
the grant of royal symbols, a standard, a robe of honor (hilaf) prepared in the ruler’s:palace by

imperial tailors, and a richly harnessed horse; the grantee recognized the favor by a present (pigkes)
symbolizing his loyalty “™.

Another garment which is given in the ceremonies is * kiirk “(fur). It is
certain that kiirk can be seen as another royal confirmation beside the hilat, since it
given under the similiar situations and manner. It sould be remembered that most of _.
the sources, will be mentioned below, use hilat and kiirk respectively. It scems that
they use both of the names for the same object. However, in some of the archival
documentation, it seen that both of the royal symbols are conferred in the same
ceremony; as if they are two different kind of garments. The implication is that the
reason of giving a kirrk is different from conferring hilat. Thus, it should be kept in
mind that being honored by hilat or fur may have different symbolic values.
Therefore, mostly fur and robe of honor are given in the same ceremony' to different
officials we can conclude that there is a difference in attribution between conferring

robe of honor and giving fur.

Wearing different kinds of kiirk according to rank in the hierarchy is a mark of
difference of Ottoman officials. For instance, this fact can be detected in the ceremony
which was performed for the Sultan Selim III's begining to practice the “Kuran”
(ibtida-y1 talim-i kuran-1 azimii’g-gan) in the year1766™. In this ceremony, both hilat
and kiirk are given to the attendants. The related document™ indicates that officials are

given different royal garments, probably according to their ranks and the task they

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performed in the ceremony. Also, none of the attendingloﬁicials afe given both of the
garments. These garments are given in different places. Furs are given by the
sadrazam in his tent on behalf of the sultan, and the rob of honor are giveh by the
chief officer of the palaée on behalf of the sadrazam. However, despite the fact that
the furs are given by sadrazam, at the end of the document, it says that the furs are
given in the presence of the sultan (huzur-1 hiimayunda ilbas olunan kiirkler) and robs

of honor are given in the presence of the sadrazam (huzur-1 hazret-i asafide ilbas

olunacak hilatlar).

If we examine the responsibilities of certain officials for this ceremony,

we see that those who are given furs performes more axalted tasks than those who are

given hilat.

Perhaps, the most important task during the ceremony is performed by
sadrazam. The document states that only sadrazam is allowed to carry the prince and

only he can make the prince to stand.

“ .seng-i rikabda ancak sad}azam cfendimiz hazretleri sehzade-i civanbaht efendimizi
kucaklarma alip sevketli mehabetli padigah-1 alempenah efendimizin dest-i hitmayunlarmda boy

ettirip kurb-1 himayuna ikad eyledikten sonra...””

Another document™ lits those officials who are given hilat in the procession of
besik. This document’s year is 1776 which is very close to the date of the previous
. example. In this ceremony only kethiida is given fur and all other officials are given

hilat which exceeds the number of hilats given in the previous example.

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These royal symbols are not only exchanged with in the digniteris of the

- Ottoman court. They are also given to the ambassadors which come to the palace of

- the sultan and sent to certain places like Mekke.

“Surre alaymin hareket edecedi gin Mekke Serifine génderilecek mektup ve uzun yenli has

And giving of hilat is depicted from the mouth of a foreign officier as such:

“Elgi de dahil olmak {izere Padigahin elini Specek olan herkese, her zaman .Padjsah
tarafindan verilen bir hilat (hilat = kiirk, kaftan) giydirilir; bunun igin elgi, Padigahm huzuruna

padigah elciyi kabul etmek i¢in haber gnderene kadar, orada (onlan) giyerler. Bu hilatlar ¢ok
gesitlidir; el¢i icin bir iki tane sirmali Bursa kumnagindan hilat verilir; otekiler (verilenler) az deBerli
hatta degersizdirler.”

‘Here, it should be noticed that the writer does not make a discrimination

between hilat and kiirk (kaftan).

Fur and robe of honor are not the only objects which are given in the Ottoman
court, Other forms of gifts which are named differently are also given. These gifts are
sometimes simply given as gold” or called as “hediye” (gift). Another term which is
used for gift is “atiyye”. However, examination of the documents shows that the
occasions in which fur and robe of honor are given and the symbolic value built in
these garments are different from above mentioned gifts. It can be said that the fur and

the rob of honor are conferred mostly in occasions which directly belongs to the

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Ottoman Dynasty (such as royal births and weddings). Whereas, hediye and atiyye
seem to be given in less dignified occasions; such as the atiyye given by the
kaymakam Mehmed Emin Paga to the geyhiilislam, or the hediye given to the Khan of

Crimea by the certain dignitaries of the empire.

“Migariinileyhin (Kaymakam Mehmed Emin Paga) seyht’l-islam efendi konagma tesrifleri

ve baz rilsumat ve taraflarmdan verilen baa atiyye™™.
“Han -1 miisartnileyhe baz rical-i devlet-i aliyeden verilen hediye™™.

However, there is a more apparent distinction which can also be traced in the
documents between the royal symbols of the empire (fur, robe of honor and atiyye)
and the hediye. It is certain that especially fur and the robe of honor is given from a
superior to an inferior. In other words, since the sultan is the highest servent of the
state he holds the monopoly of granting these symbols of royalty. Also, the same
understanding continues while descending through the lesser echelons of the state.
However, giving fur and robe of honor seem to be reserved only for the sultan and the
sadrazam. Correspondingly, the other implication is that the lesser officials can only

give hediye to their superiors.

Yet, regardless of the difference among the gifts which are given, the sole act
of exchanging gifts (rather than giving) is a very accurate way of comprehending the
hierarchical patterns laid by the Ottoman court. It is mechanism of exchanging og gifts
which is unequally reciprocated. The symbolic of kirk, hilat or hediye diffuses from
this uneven placement of the factions which are involved in this mechanism. The

order which Ottoman polity sustains is regenerated in the reflections of this mirror.

Also this mechanism of exchanging of gifts, outlines the hierarchical order which is
deliberately emphized by all of the ceremonies. In almost all of the prescriptions of the .
ceremonies, fesrifat indicates all the officials who “are honored by these gifts. These
lists are found at lthe end of the documents and what is said implicitly for the

ceremony is repeated in a more explicit manner by the lists.

“People aligned themselves along the lines of social linkages, especially the lines of

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MAPPING THE CEREMONIAL FIELD

In this chapter Ottoman ceremonial field is going to be constructed in the light of
the ceremonies which were described in the previous chapter. By the ceremonial field, is
meant the space and its confinements within which the Ottoman royal ceremonial activity
 takes place. The aim of this attempt will be that of presenting the ceremonial field in a
map like form. The confines of this map will be shown in accordance with the presence
or-and motion of the Ottoman state officials who partake in the ceremonies.

As it was described in the previous chapter, almost all of the Ottoman officialdom
partakes in every single ceremony according to an immutable order. The presence of
these officials establishes the space and its borders where the ceremony takes place. The
implication is that the significance of the place is loaded with the presence of the
dignitaries rather than the idea proposing that the place by itself has a meaning of its own.

An exception to this claim is the ceremony of the girding of sword which takes
place in Eyiip (the tiirbe of Eyiip Ensari). However, firstly, because of the specific and the
different characteristics of the ceremony and secondly, because this ceremony takes place
out of the borders of the space which will be drawn below, it will not be included in the
analysis.

The main setting of the Ottoman court ceremonial is the Topkap: Palace (until it
was moved to Dolmabahce Palace in 1815). The major ceremonies of the Ottoman court
are performed either in the second and third courtyards of the palace or in the margins of

the palace (such as “Yalkoski™ or “Incilikésk™). The confines of the Topkap: Palace also
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draws the borders of the space of the ceremonies. Therefore, confines of the palace

separates the ceremonial field (interior of the ceremonial) from the non ceremonial field

(exterior of the ceremonial).

One of the most indicative term that separate the interior from exterior is
“Asitane” which means the threshold of the Sultan’s Palace. It can be said that this
threshold before all other borders (between exterior and interior of the ceremonial field or
borders within the interior of the ceremonial) draws the invisible line between what is
royal, dynastic, imperial and what is not. |

Yet this demarcation is not enough to depict the space where ceremonies occur.
There are other borders which are constantly emphasized with the presence and motion
of the certain high ranking officials ( mainly “Sadrazam” and “Seyhiilislam™) and the
Sultan himself. In other words, beside the threshold of the Sultan’s palace, after one steps
into the interior of the ceremonial field, there are several other thresholds. Or it seems
that ﬂﬁoﬂ all of the court ceremonies takes place around -in or out of- the certain
thresholds.

Actually these thresholds are firmly established in the Ottoman order and it’s
physical embodiment is the Topkapl Palace. The increasingly secluded construction of the
palace is perhaps the most discernible comprehension of this hierarchically ordered
separation lines. It can also be conciuded that these separations manifest the possible
proximity to the Sultan’s presence. For example the only state official who is permiited to
travel on horseback in the first courtyard of the palace (between the first and the second
gates) is the “Sadrazam”. Nobody is allowed to mount a horse in the first courtyard

except him. Also its known that beyond the third gate of the palace “Babiissade” is
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considered to be the j)rivate house of the Sultan, and apart from the certain ceremonial
occasions ( such as the visit of “Hirka-y1 Serif” which is preserved in tt-:e privy chamber in
the third courtyard) and private servants of the Sultan, nobody is allowed to pass beyond
this gate. Eventually all Ottoman Court ceremonial can be perceived as a performance
acted around these precisely yet sometimes invisibly set thresholds. Therefore these
thresholds separate not only the interior of the ceremony from the exterior but also set
limits within the ceremonial field.

As it was stated in the previous chapter, most of the ceremonies of the Ottoman
court are not single events, but are composed of a multiplicity of ceremonies which build
up to a core ceremony that also gives name to the performance. By multiplicity, the
duplicated number of central figures and settings which become significant with the
presence of these figures in the ceremonial field is meant. In most of the ceremonies,
these central figures are “Sadrazam” and “Seyhiilislam”. Within their own domain of
activity, they both act separately, as central images of power around which a replica of
the ceremonial order revolves, and at the same time as dependent bodies in the
constellation sum of which makes the ceremonial field of the Ottoman Court.

In the ceremony of “Bayramlagma™ (a wishing of one to another happy festival or
visiting one another at Bayram)*' the event begins with the “Sadrazam’s” visit to
“Seyhiilislam” and this visit is repaid by “Seyhiilislam” in the next day. In the visit of
“Seyhiilislam™ to “Sadrazam” certain manners, such as the “Bagalgirlik” are performed,
to a certain extent, as a replica of “Sadrazam’s” and “Seyhillislam‘s” visit to the Sultan’s

palace. The threshokds which are similar to those thresholds which are passed by

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“Sadrazam” and “Seyhiilislam” in the Sultan’s palace, now are set in the palace of
“Sadrazam”. The place where and by whom he is met, who escorts him between certain
stations seem to be modeled in accordance with the pattern which we see in ;he Sultan’s
palace.

- After the reciprqcal visit of “Sadrazam™ and “Seyhiilislam”™ other dignitaries of the
Ottoman State visit “Sadrazam” and “Seyhiilislam” in the same hierarchical order as they
enter into the presence of the Sultan. One important difference in paying respect in such
-occasions is the difference in the level of approach or seclusion between “Sadrazam™ and
“Seyhiilislam” and the Sultan,

Although, “Sadrazam’s” and “Seyhiilislam’s” palaces are out of the borders of
Topkap1 Palace, in terms of manner and ceremonial order they can be perceived as the
extensions of the ceremonial field. Also, these places are connected to Topkap: Palace in
the duration of the ceremony. For example, in “Bayramlasma“ ceremonies begin four
days béfore the day of the religious festival, and continues until the last day when all
dignitaries, including “Sadrazam” and “Seyhiilislam”, convoke in the Topkap: Palace
where “Bayramlasma” with the Sultan takes place™. Therefore, it can be said that, the
ceremonial order of the Topkap: Palace, in certain ceremonies, is exported to other
places, and the confines of the ceremonial field is extended.

Above, it was argued that, the interior of the ceremonial field is also separated, to
the extent of isolation and seclusion, by other thresholds, and different ceremonies are

performed by different dignitaries around these thresholds. An example of this fact can be

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found in the funeral ceremony of Abdiilhamid I (died in 1789)*, The act;)rs of the funeral
ceremony are again the high ranking officials, and the funeral is prepared under the
supervision of the “Babiissade Agasi”. After the religious obligations are com\pleted, the
funeral is carried above the hands of these officials and brought in front of the
“Babiissade”(third gate) for the last pray. While all officials pray in front of the third gate,
the new Sultan (Selim III) prays separately beyond the third gate, in front of the Chamber
of Petitions (which is in the third courtyard of the palace, and directly faces the
“Babiissade™). Here, we have two sultans, one is deceased and the other is newly
enthroned. The separation of them is provided by the threshold of “Babiissade™ which
functions as a passkey by disrobing all the attributions of the deceased Sultan and loads
themn into the new one.

Another example is the ceremony performed for the “Sehzade’s” beginning to
practice the “Koran™ (Bed-i Besmele). As it was described in the previous chapter, the
ceremoﬁy takes place in the Pear] Kiosk (“Incili Kogk™), which stands atop of the see wall
facing the Marmara Sea. The field in front of the kiosk is arranged for the ceremony and
tents are established i that field. Here, every tent established in front of the kiosk
represents the field where each dignitary performs his part in the ceremony and the kiosk
represents the presence of the Sultan. This is done in such a way that the totality of the
ceremonial field stands as an imitation of the palace itself Also invisible separations are
set into the field copying the gates of the palace. For example, during the ceremony the
kiosk is not entered except the Sultan, like the courtyards beyond the third gate. As such,

the kiosk becomes the privacy of the Sultan. Correspondingly, the distance which can be

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taken by the “Sadrazam” toward the Sultan (thus, also toward the Kiosk) is strictly |

Until now, it was argued that the ceremonies are divided into sub-ceremonies and
the status of the officials, ceremonial performances and the places where the ceremonies
occur collectively define the ceremonial field. Consequently, a ceremony is a constitution
of multiple ceremonies, and the core performance which also gives its name to the
ceremony, is surrounded many other events. Thus, the centrality of the cerembny, mn
terms of time and space, changes or is in a constant flow. In other words, if we look for a
ceremonial center in the ceremonies we come across not on-e but multiple ceremonial
centers.

In the ceremonies of “Bayramlagma”, “Hika-y1 Serif Ziyareti” and “Bed-i
Besmele”, “Sadrazam”, and “Seyhiilislam” while they are performing their parts they also
constitute a ceremonial center; in such a way that all ceremonial activity seems to revolve
around these figures and the field which is defined with their ceremonial activity becomes
the center.

Furthermore, in some of the ceremonies, more than one center may occur during
a certain stage of the ceremony. An easily discernible example of this case can be found in
the above examined funeral ceremony of Abdiilhamid I. According to the sequence of the
ceremony, the funeral of the deceased Sultan Abdiithamid I plays the central role of the
ceremony. However, while the last pray for the deceased Sultan is being made, we see
that the new Sultan Selim III also prays for the deceased Sultan in a separate place. The

concurrent presence of the new Sultan in the funeral ceremony of the deceased Sultan
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generates a second center which is particularly stressed by the fact that the new Sultan
prays separately, in a second ceremonial field defined with his presence.
| A very similar example of this fact can also be found in another funera.l\ ceremony.
This ceremony is titled as “The Death of the Sultan’s Mother” (“Valide Sultan’m
Oliimii”), in the “Tegrifat-1 Kadime™*, This time the ceremony takes place in the “Yali .
Koski”, also where the last prayer for the funeral is performed. As it happened in the
previous funeral ceremony, after a certainwhile the Sultan appears in the ceremony, and
performs the last prayer, again in a separate place, in the adjacent “Sepeteiler Kogkn™.
Evidently, in almost all of the ceremonies performed in the Ottoman Court, there
is a multiple ceremonial center. The ceremonial performances of the actors presence’s

define the fleeting boundaries of the ceremonial sub-fields and their centers and the -

interconnection of which gives us the totality of the ceremonial field.

FINAL REMARKS

The court ritual of the Ottoman Empire, we have dealt with in the previous
chapters, manifest a colorful spectrum in order to approach the deeper meanings of the
court politics. The claim of this study, which is in fact an assumption shared by the ritual

studies in general, is to get hooked into the multi-layered stratum of the cult which

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Ottoman Polity imagined. Therefore, as a rudimentary attempt, in the above chapters, a
brief inventory of the Ottoman couﬁ ceremonies, was given.

The implicit postulation of this claim is that the ceremonies or rituals has the
potential to unreveal the veiled layers of the cult which any state or empire attains. It is
undeniable that Ottoman Empire also tries to accomplish the order what they inherited as
a state tradition. It is also evident that the attributions of the Ottoman polity, regardless of
what kind of an autocratic power it was named, transcends the limits of mere human
existence. |

"..all symbolic constructions of authority involve the same elements. The first step is the
creation of an order which transcends mere human experience and action. This construction can only be
achieved by the symbolical devaluation of human mutability. Once the transcendent order has been
created, human authority then becomes represented as the delegation of order in this life; it is a claim to

regulate human existence by reference to the transcendental model,”®

Therefore, especially after the second balf of the fifteenth century, it indoctrinated
an order actors of which (mainly the sultan) was ordained with ahuman characteristics.

When we look at the Ottoman Empire, we see the same modelling conceived for
the sultan. During the sixteenth century, Ottoman Sultan turns out to be an idohrious,
invisible and mute sultan.

“ Such carefully staged performances reinforced the secluded monarch’s awesome magnificence.
These extensions of palace ceremonial into the larger urban fabric of istanbul were displays of imperial
power that turned the iconic sultan, accompanied by thousands of richly dressed and hierarchically

ordered courtiers, administrators, and slave soldiers, into a showpiece for the populace.”

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Ottoman Sultan’s new definition obviously repi‘esent a consequential departure
from the early Ottoman and Turco-Mongol definition of ruler. What was once a leader of
a warrior tribal organization (ghazi), became a seclqded and distant sultan. Yet 1t was not
passage from a warrior, apparent, defacto leader to an invisible, mute and idolatrous

sultan. He was supposed to possess the inherent characteristics of both of the two distinct
realms.

“ In fact, his dual titulature, sulian-caliph and padishah-khan, signifying the divine and
temporal origins of his power, was an expression of his two capacities (political and spritual); however
there was never any real unity between the two.”*’

This paradoxical contemplation of the Ottoman Sultan was not resolved in the
actuality of the politics of the period which lasted almost until the nineteenth century
when with the closer contact of the European countries resulted with a new chang;e in the

state apparatus.

However, there was a separate domain of influence where this duality could be
transformed in to a meaningful narration. That was the domain where the symbolical
expression of the empire’s self-definition via the extravagantly fabricated court ritual and
ceremonies took place. Since, the ritual carries a paradoxical nature in itself, it could be
the most convenient way of transporting the paradoxjcal self image of the empire. One of
the most indicative example of these ceremonies is that of the girding of sword. As it is
known, most of the sultans were girded with two swords and one of these swords was
used to be coming from the line of the prophet and the other from the line of early

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promlems which were caused by this paradoxical self image, in the symbolical and
ritualistic level the sultan was destined with two distinct powers; one is profane and the
other is spiritual.

“..the king, as both the ritual object and a political actor, was a paradox of active passivity,
forcefull stillness, violent benevolence. The closer he came to being an image of power, the further he

was removed from the machinery that controlled that power.™®

This study is initially itended to evoke some relatively unexplored issues in
Ottoman History. Some old but not properly explored questions such as the changing
position of the sultan and most of all the flexibility of the Ottoman political framework
which made " the will to power " possible, constitute the main trajectory of this study's
inquiry. In this respect, the structured scenario of the court protocol and its manifestations
through. ritual and ceremonies serve as the main reflection point in order to understand
where and how Ottoman polity imagined and tried to realize its " official myths ". The
aim of these discussions is to open a new outlet in the contemplation of the Ottoman '
imperial culture ' ; and maybe contriving a new gaze for understanding the various

concurrent cultures of the Ottoman Empire.’
